Feedback confirms the
demolition of these character buildings would
be a tragic loss of distinguished Leaside
housing, architecture and history.

ACTION TO DATE (May 2009): The city and community have prevailed. Developer’s rezoning
application refused. Demolition permit refused. Appeal of heritage designation dismissed.

ACTION TO COME (Aug/Sept 2009): The owner — ADMNS Kelvingrove Investment
Corporation — is challenging both refusals at the Ontario Municipal Board (OMB).

THE LEASIDE PROPERTY OWNERS’ ASSOCIATION - together with the City of Toronto — is hard
at work, preparing to represent the community at the OMB. To do this, we need funds.
